I am writing to you to express my deep concern for the rights of WANDILE DLUDLU, who was subjected to unlawful detention and allegedly tortured by police officers on 4 September 2009 and was among those subjected to ill-treatment by security officers of Matsapha Correctional Institution on 21 September 2009.

I would like to highlight that Swaziland has made voluntary commitments under international and regional human rights treaties to ensure that no-one shall be subjected to torture or other forms of cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment.

Please inform me about the steps taken to ensure that these allegations of torture and ill-treatment through the excessive use of force are fully, impartially and independently investigated.

I urge you to bring to justice any law enforcement officials found to be responsible directly or indirectly for the torture or ill-treatment of Wandile Dludlu on 4 or 21 September 2009.

Of course I understand and acknowledge that all governments have a clear duty to protect their population from deliberate violent attacks. But all governments, including Swaziland’s, must adhere to their obligations under international human rights law in responding to incidents or threats of violent attacks.
