I write to you in reference to the case of KONSTANTINA KUNEVA, a Bulgarian migrant worker and a trade union leader, who was severely wounded after a man threw sulphuric acid in her face when she was returning home from work. The attack took place in Athens on December 28, 2008. As a result of the attack Konstantina Kuneva lost her sight in one eye and has limited vision in the other and her vocal chords and trachea were seriously damaged. She still suffers from serious health problems, especially concerning her oesophagus and her sight, as a consequence of the attack. 
Konstantina Kuneva, a historian by profession, moved to Greece in 2001 to earn money that should cover the medical treatment of her son. As a result of her trade union activities and her position as Secretary of the Attica Union of Cleaners and Domestic Workers, she faced pressure to quit, was given unfavourable shift hours and began receiving anonymous phone threats.

The police launched an official investigation into the attack. However, the investigation placed emphasis on Konstantina Kuneva’s private life and failed to consider her activities as a union representative. In July 2010, the Prosecutor agreed with a proposal by the 13th Interrogator’s Office to move the case file of Konstantina Kuneva to the archive. This means that the case is in danger of closing.
I call on you to ensure that the investigation is continued and remains impartial and independent, effectively leading to the perpetrators being brought to justice. Konstantina Kuneva should also be continuously informed about any progress in the investigation. 
I also urge you to protect the rights of migrant workers by fully implementing existing legislation and to ensure that trade union members and other human rights defenders are protected from similar attacks. 

I trust that you will deal in a prompt and effective manner with the above requests.
